MISSION:

Angel Charitable Trust (ACT) helps children with cancer and other life threatening diseases by opening windows of hope and happiness during their most intense periods of treatment.
BIKING EVENT:

Angel Charitable Trust raises money by sponsoring athletic endurance events such as the AngelRide, a two-day bike ride across Connecticut for 200 riders.  The 5th annual ride is scheduled for May 24th and 25th, 2008. The ride starts in Northwestern CT, stops at the Hole in the Wall Gang Camp for the night and finishes in Mystic, CT (for a total distance of 130 miles). To raise money, each rider pays a non-refundable $100.00 registration fee and raises a minimum donation of $1,000.00 prior to the event.
CHARITABLE ENTITIES INVOLVED:

Angel Charitable Trust is a non-profit, all volunteer organization started by Fred Brooke and Lynn McCarthy in 2003. It is named after Angela “Angel” Uihlein who contracted Acute Lymphoblastic Leukemia.  Their primary fundraising event, AngelRide, is a spectacular two-day bicycle ride across Connecticut over Memorial Day weekend.
The monies raised by Angel Charitable Trust serves children with cancer and other life-threatening diseases by sponsoring “Camp in a Suitcase”, a hospital outreach program that entertains and supports seriously ill children during their periods of hospitalization.  The “Camp in a Suitcase” program, administered by the Hole in the Wall Gang Camp, connects these children’s extraordinary spirit with the magic of a summer camp experience.  In 2007, 100% of the proceeds will support over 5,000 children in hospitals and clinics in Hartford, New Haven, Guilford, Boston, Worcester, Providence, and New York.

The Hole in the Wall Gang Camp, founded by Paul Newman in 1988, is a non-profit residential summer camp and year-round center designed to serve children and families coping with cancer and other life-threatening illnesses. Each summer, more than one thousand children between the ages of seven and fifteen - from across the country and abroad – attend free of charge. The Hole in the Wall Gang Camp offers programs in the off-season for campers, their families and healthcare professionals. In addition, the Camp provides support to other camps with a similar mission.

CHARITABLE CONTRIBUTIONS:

The 2008 AngelRide goal is to raise $400,000 through contributions from riders ($350,000), and individual benefactors ($50,000). 
EVENT EXPENSE FUNDING:

The estimated $52,000 in expenses for the event will come from corporate sponsors. If the corporate sponsorship funding exceeds expenses, 100% of the surplus will go back to the hospital outreach program. No contributions from corporate sponsorship, rider contributions or individual benefactors will go to compensate any members or volunteers of either the Hole in the Wall Gang or the Angel Charitable Trust.
MANAGEMENT TEAM:

The management team is comprised of Ken Alberti, Special Gifts Coordinator, for the Hole in the Wall Gang Camp and Fred Brooke, Lynn McCarthy and Justin Howard from the Angel Charitable Trust. The event coordinator is Lynn McCarthy. The combined management team has over twenty four years of experience managing charitable events.
TAX IMPLICATIONS:

RIDE DETAIL:

AngelRide aims to be one of the safest and best organized bicycle rides in the country. As the first-ever organized ride across Connecticut, it starts at the Yale Summer School of Music campus in Norfolk, CT early on the morning of May 24th (Memorial Day weekend) and travels 80 miles through the scenic Connecticut towns of Norfolk, Colebrook, Hartland, Granby, East Granby, Windsor Locks, Suffield, Enfield, Somers, Stafford, and Willington ending at the Hole in the Wall Gang Camp in Ashford, late in the afternoon.  At the camp, the riders and volunteers are welcomed with overnight accommodations, a gourmet barbeque and entertainment. The riders also have a chance to tour the Camp and meet campers and their parents.  
The following day, May 25th, the ride starts at the Camp in Ashford and passes through the Connecticut towns of Chaplin, Hampton, Scotland, Sprague, Franklin, Norwich, Montville, Ledyard, and Groton, finishing in Mystic 50 miles later (mid-afternoon).  The closing celebration is held at the Mystic YMCA shore side park, overlooking Long Island Sound. It includes a “community fair” type atmosphere with the public supporting the finishing riders. Vendors from the surrounding towns purchase individual 10’ x 10’ tent spaces ($100 each) to display their goods. Donated food & beverages is also available to the general public.  Entertainment (music) is provided and dignitaries along with television coverage are in attendance.
